Definition
1.1.
The European Circuit series of tournaments ( the Circuit) is a high priority event in the E.B.U. field of activities and only high standard tournaments will be allowed to be part of the Circuit.

Description

2.1
The European Circuit is a competition open to all  badminton players who are eligible to play for IBF Member Associations. Players earn points for Circuit ranking according to the scale of their success in tournaments which have been approved by the E.B.U. for inclusion in the Circuit.

Circuit tournaments are I.B.F. ranking tournaments.

3. 
Organisation


3.1
A Circuit tournament may be organised by a club or some other



specific body, but the Member Association must have the ultimate



authority to ensure that the tournament is run in a satisfactory 

manner and in accordance with Circuit Instructions and I.B.F. Regulations.

The Circuit is open to tournaments not included in the I.B.F.



World Grand Prix for a maximum of 15 tournaments.
